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Focal point:

Candle

                                 Bible (opened at Isaiah 43:1-2 and God’s Story 1)
Any work the children have done on ‘Myself’ 


Leader:

God is with us all the time but sometimes we forget.   So, I am going to light the candle to remind us that God is with now and every day. 

Be very still and either look at the candle or close your eyes and just say the words in your own head, “God is here. God is with me.” 

 

(Pause for a moment of quiet)

You may want to sing an appropriate hymn at this point.
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We are now going to listen to a reading from this special book – the Bible. In the first part of the book called the Old Testament, there are lots of stories about God’s people who lived before Jesus was born. Isaiah was a very special man called a prophet. A prophet would often reminded God’s people how much God loved them. Let’s listen to some of Isaiah’s words.
A reading from the Prophet Isaiah
God says:

You are precious to me.

I love you.

I know you.

I know your name.

I call you by your name.

You are my child.
The Word of the Lord.

Thanks be to God.
.

Leader:

Just sit quietly for a moment and ask yourself how it feels knowing that God knows you, thinks you are precious and calls you by your name… 
         (Pause for a moment)

Let us pray a ‘thank you’ litany together. 

A ‘thank you’ litany is when someone thanks God for something and we all say Thank you God:

All:
Thank you God.
For thinking I am precious
Thank you God.

For always loving me

Thank you God.

For calling me by my name
Thank you God.

For calling me your child
Thank you God.

For keeping me safe
Thank you God.



Leader:

Think if there’s anything else you want to thank God for and if there is then - say it silently inside your own head.

 

(or invite the children to pray out loud.)

                    (Pause)

Something that reminds us that God is with us is ‘The Sign of the Cross’. Let us before we make the sign of the cross let us try to remember that before we go to bed tonight we’ll think again about Isaiah’s words and say thank you again to God….

Now let us end our prayer by saying:

All:
In the name of the Father

And of the Son

And of the Holy Spirit
