Why we have common assessment tasks

The following assessment tasks have been compiled for the Summer term 2019 for inclusion in school portfolios for those schools not using Age-Related Standards in RE. 

How the task is used

It is important to remember that this task only serves as part of the evidence used to support the ‘best fit’ level of attainment achieved by the pupil in this term. The task should be given a straight level and not sub-levelled. Teachers should award a sub-level to each child at the end of each term taking into account all their work across that term.

Using the assessment task cover sheet

The tasks this term are based on activities within the Reveal section of Come and See for the Reconciliation topic and have been adapted to meet the focus of AT1ii. Driver words are in bold to assist you with the planning and assessment of the task. In the grid the teacher should highlight the level achieved and add reasons for awarding the level in the commentary box. A range of levels is included for each task to assist with the teaching of mixed age classes and to aid teacher marking.

The sheet serves as a cover sheet to the given task. It should be attached to and annotated for each piece of work in the portfolio. 

Please note that evidence of a pupil’s response can be scribed by an adult if the pupil is unable to record his/her response independently in written form. Please record the pupil’s own words. 
Additional note – Background Notes have been produced to guide teachers and supplement their knowledge and are available on the Diocesan Education Department website and notes on the Sacraments are now available on the Come and See website. These are particularly useful for teaching pupils who are working at Levels 3 and 4. 
Early Years ‘Friends’ Summer 2019

Context

During the Reveal section in the topic ‘Friends’ pupils learn about – Jesus had good friends; what Jesus tells us about friendship.
Within Focus Week 2 the pupils learn about Jesus’ rule for friends (p.164). 
Activity

Adapt Focus Week 2 page 164 

Share God’s Story 2 page 50 and the related Scripture passage.
· Using the role play area or through observation encourage pupils to talk about how they feel when things go wrong and how they make up as a friend. (Level 1)
· Pupils discuss the pictures. Add speech/thought bubbles to the pictures. Pupils write or talk about, using annotation, what the characters will say and do to make it better.  (Level 1)

For the first task pupils recognise certain words/phrases such as rule, friend, happy, sad, love, make up, kind, gentle, loving and sorry - Level 1 AT 1 (ii).

For the second task pupils recognise words, actions and phrases related to asking for, and receiving forgiveness - Level 1 AT 1 (ii).

During the Reveal section in the topic ‘Being Sorry’ pupils learn that – God helps us to choose well and to be sorry. God forgives us.
Within Learning Focus 6 pupils will learn that – We are happy when we love one another.
Activity
Adapt Learning Focus 6, page 171 (question 4)
Using Church’s Story 2 (p.15) to prompt discussion and ideas, invite the pupils to; 
· Talk about and label the picture with the appropriate words and phrases recognising what is happening in the picture. (Level 1)

· Write or scribe sentences to accompany the picture, describing what is happening. (Level 2)

· To recognise some religious actions and to use some religious words and phrases related to reconciling with one another (Level 1)
· To use some religious words and phrases to  describe  actions related to reconciling with one another (Level 2)

	Pupil has used religious words and phrases to describe what is happening – reference to what the people are saying and doing, e.g. shaking hands at The Sign of Peace, after the Our Father and before communion (when this takes place within the Mass). Pupils may relate this to the mass, collective worship or through other liturgies within the school day. Level 2 AT1 (ii)

	


Year 2 ‘Rules’ Summer 2019

Context

During the Reveal section in the topic ‘Rules’ pupils learn about – The reasons for rules in the Christian family. 
Within Learning Focus 5 the pupils learn about the Sacrament of Reconciliation. 
It is important at this stage to place particular focus on the third paragraph on page 169 (There is a very…) as well as any key words from page 164 to reinforce pupils’ knowledge and learning with regards to the Sacrament of Reconciliation. 
*Please note that the paragraph is intended as teacher background notes. In particular it would be advisable to explain to pupils that ‘the priest will not tell anyone what you have told them’ rather than ‘the priest, who keeps it a secret and won’t tell anyone’. Please also refer to Background Notes.
Activity
Adapt Learning Focus 5, page 169, Activity 2.
· Using Church’s Story 2, page 48 pupils use some religious words and phrases to describe what is taking place within the picture and what they know about the Sacrament of Reconciliation. (Level 2)

· Pupils label the picture to show they can recognise some religious actions and use some religious words and phrases. (Level 1)

· Pupils can describe what happens in the Sacrament of Reconciliation and give reasons for religious actions and symbols. (Level 3)

During the Reveal section in the topic ‘Choices’ pupils learn about - The importance of conscience in making choices.
Within Learning Focus 5 the pupils learn about – What happens at the Sacrament of Reconciliation. It is important at this stage to place particular focus on the Content Section on page 178, the Background Notes and the Sacramental Notes on the Come and See website as well as any key words from page 172 to reinforce pupils’ knowledge and understanding of the Sacrament of Reconciliation.

Activity

Adapt Learning Focus 5, page 179, Activity 1. 

· Using Church’s Story 3 (pp.66-67), the Background Notes and the Sacramental Notes on the Come and See website, as well as other resources and prior learning, pupils design a Reconciliation booklet, given the headings: Introduction – What is the Sacrament of Reconciliation; Examination of Conscience; Confessing what we have done wrong; Penance; Act of Sorrow; Forgiveness and Absolution; Going Forth, describing the actions and symbols within the Sacrament of Reconciliation using religious words and phrases. (Level 2)

· Using Church’s Story 3 (pp.66-67), the Background Notes and the Sacramental Notes on the Come and See website, as well as other resources and prior learning, pupils design a Reconciliation booklet (as above) to help a person understand the different steps in celebrating the Sacrament of Reconciliation, giving reasons for these and the actions and symbols involved. (Level 3)

Context

During the Reveal section in the topic ‘Building Bridges’ the pupils learn about -The importance of admitting wrong, and being reconciled with one another and God.
Within Learning Focus 2, 3, 4 and 5 the pupils learn about – Sin and examination of conscience; The Sacrament of Reconciliation: contrition; Penitential Rite 1 and 2; Absolution.
Activity
This is a new summative activity not in ‘Come and See’.
· Following work undertaken in this topic and using Church’s Story 3 (pp.66-67), the Background Notes and the Sacramental Notes on the Come and See website, as well as other resources and prior learning, pupils design a Reconciliation booklet, using religious words and phrases to describe the actions and symbols within the Sacrament of Reconciliation. Pupils should include an Examination of Conscience, a Penitential Rite, Penance, Act of Sorrow, Absolution. This is similar to the Year 3 task, but Year 4 pupils may not need a scaffold or template. (Level 2)
· Using Church’s Story 3 (pp.66-67), the Background Notes and the Sacramental Notes on the Come and See website, as well as other resources and prior learning, pupils design a Reconciliation booklet (as above) to help a person understand the different steps in celebrating the Sacrament of Reconciliation, giving reasons for these and the actions and symbols involved. (Level 3)
Learning Objectives
· To use religious words and phrases to describe religious actions and symbols related to the Sacrament of Reconciliation (Level 2)
· To use religious words and phrases to give reasons for some religious actions and symbols related to and used within a Sacrament of Reconciliation (Level 3)

As directed in Year 5 ‘Come and See’ read and discuss Church’s Story 3 pages 66/67: Reconciliation. Also revisit some of the work covered relating to the Sacrament of Reconciliation within the Year 4 book.
Activity
Adapt and expand the content of Learning Focus 6, p190, beginning ‘Revisit the Sacrament of Reconciliation covered in Year 4 – Church’s Story 3 pages 66-67’. Also use the Background Notes and the Sacramental Notes on the Come and See website to teach about the Sacrament. These notes can be used as a model for higher level work in your teaching.

· Design a leaflet for a friend who is not a Catholic describing what happens during the Sacrament of Reconciliation. Give reasons for the words and actions used. (Level 3)
· Design a leaflet to help a friend who is not a Catholic to understand the importance of the Sacrament of Reconciliation for Catholics. Pupils should show their understanding of the Sacrament by describing and giving reasons for what happens during the rite, making links to scripture, what Catholics believe and how they should act wherever possible. (Level 4)
· Using words and pictures describe what happens in the Sacrament of Reconciliation. (Level 2)

Activity

Adapt Learning Focus 5, page 210 Activity 1 and use Background Notes and the Sacramental Notes on the Come and See website. Use the topic web and P68 onwards of Church’s Story 3. 

· Pupils design a leaflet for someone who is unfamiliar with the Anointing of the Sick and has a sick person at home who needs to receive this Sacrament. Use the slides from the Come and See website as a guide.
· The leaflet should help someone understand the importance of the Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick for Catholics. Pupils should show their understanding of the Sacrament by describing and giving reasons for what happens during the rite, making links to scripture, what Catholics believe and how they should act wherever possible. (Level 4)
· Design a leaflet describing what happens during the Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick, giving reasons for the words and actions used. (Level 3)
· Using words and pictures in the leaflet describe what happens in the Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick. (Level 2)

· To use religious words and phrases to describe what happens in the Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick (Level 2)

· To use religious words and phrases to give reasons for the religious actions and symbols used in the Sacrament (Level 3)
