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Focal point: 
Cross

(Paschal) Candle

Spring flowers/blossom

‘Fruit’ shapes with fruits of the Spirit written on them
Bible opened at Galatians 5:16-23
God’s Story 3 page 132-133

Leader:
Let us begin our prayer time together with the sign of the Cross In the name of the Father … 

and by lighting our special Easter candle to remind us of the “good news” we are called to share through the power of the Holy Spirit… that Jesus is risen and shares his transforming life with us…

St Paul tells us that those who are led by God’s Spirit are God’s children. So gathering as God’s children let us pray the prayer that Jesus taught us. Our Father ….
Sing ‘Abba Father, send your Spirit’ or any appropriate hymn
Reader:
We have been thinking about the transforming power of wind, water, fire and the sun and how as people we might be transformed or changed.

The energy of sun, wind and water can be transformed and used as sources of renewable, clean and earth friendly energy. As human people we too have energy that can be transformed to good through using our minds, our time and our actions for the well being of others.

Children may share some work completed in ‘Explore’………
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Reader: Each year, Christians remember and celebrate the coming of the Holy Spirit on the first Pentecost day, which marks the beginning of the Church. At Pentecost, the first friends of Jesus used their new energy, given through the Holy Spirit, to spread the good news of God’s love for everyone. The effects of the coming of the Holy Spirit and the change and transformation the Spirit makes are called the ‘fruits of the Spirit’, because it is what grows in your heart through the power of the Holy Spirit. This is what St Paul said about the fruits of the Spirit.
Reader:       A Reading from St Paul’s Letter to the Galatians
What I say is this: let the Spirit direct your lives, your selfish self is the opposite of what the Holy Spirit wants. The Spirit produces love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, humility, and self-control.

Reader:
The Word of the Lord.

All:

Thanks be to God.
The changing and transforming power of the Spirit is at work in God’s family, who ask for the gifts of the Spirit. They pray that they will be changed and transformed by the energy and power it gives them so that they may bring the fruits which are peace, joy, love and forgiveness to others as witnesses of the love of God.
Which ‘fruit of the Spirit’ do you think God has given to you?

What ‘fruit of the Spirit’ would you like to have and why?
Pray in silence for a moment to ask the Spirit to give you the ‘fruit’ you need to live a better life…….
‘The children may share work done in ‘Reveal’
Let us pray a prayer to the Holy Spirit we learned:
V. Come, Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of your faithful. 
R. And kindle in them the fire of your love.

V. Send forth your Spirit and they shall be created. 
R. And you will renew the face of the earth.

Let us pray

O God, who by the light of the Holy Spirit, did instruct the hearts of your faithful, grant that by that same Holy Spirit,

we may be truly wise, and ever rejoice in your consolation, Through Christ our Lord. Amen.

Let us pause for a moment and ask yourself how you can use the ‘fruit’ of the Spirit you asked for to help you make home, school and your neighbourhood a better place ?....... 
Final Prayer: We give praise to God as we say together: 
Glory be to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit. As it was in the beginning, is now, and ever shall be, world without end. Amen.
