Reader:  Welcome, everyone. To begin, let us make the sign of the cross… In the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit. Amen. 

Leader:   As I ask one of you to come forward and light this candle, I want you to 

remember that we have come here today to remember the treasures that God has given to all of us, and to thank him for these precious things. 

Now let us join our voices together and sing our prayer “Treasures all around” – Rejoice 1 (23).  
Leader:  We can see here paintings of some of your own treasures – things which are so precious to us, that we didn’t dare bring here today, in case anything happened 

to them. For our treasures are so valuable that they cannot be replaced.

I have brought a special photograph, which I treasure. It is so precious to me 

because it shows …………. 

But many of the other treasures here are treasures, which we find all around us 

in God’s world. They are all precious to God – but sometimes we don’t value them so much – we mistreat them, or act carelessly with them, including the world itself.

Reader: But today we are going to hear a reading from the Bible, which was written by a young king of Israel called David, who really did value all the things in the world that God made for us to enjoy.  David was also good at music and these words would have been written as a song of praise and rejoicing, known as a psalm.
