We have been learning about how St Paul used these words when he was greeting the early Christian communities. The priest now uses these words to greet the parish family when they gather together to celebrate mass. We have also been thinking about the importance of listening and sharing in our lives. 
Several children may come forward to share their poems on ‘Sharing is’ or their cartoon books about the story ‘Stone Soup’
 Christians believe that God speaks through the Scriptures and that the Gospel is Good news. Let us stand now to greet the Gospel and as you hear the Gospel listen carefully to what God is saying to us. Ask yourself  - ‘what is God saying to me in this story’?….Sing an ‘Alleluia’ to greet the Gospel (unless it is Lent in which case the ‘Alleluia’ is not proclaimed). 

                              A reading from the Holy Gospel according to St Luke
                              Glory to You, O Lord
                              We make the sign of the cross on our forehead, lips and heart, in preparation to hear the Good News of the Gospel. We make the sign of the cross on our foreheads to show we believe in God’s Word, on our lips to show we try to speak God’s Word to others, and on our hearts to show we love God’s Word and will try to live a good life.   
Jesus, filled with the Holy Spirit, returned to Galilee. News about him spread all through that place. He taught in the synagogues and everyone praised him.

He came to Nazareth where he had been brought up and went into the synagogue as he usually did. He stood up to read. He was given the scroll of the prophet Isaiah. He unrolled the scroll and found the place and read:

“The Spirit of the Lord is upon me for he has chosen and anointed me to bring good news to the poor, to heal the broken hearted. He has sent me to set free all those who are imprisoned or oppressed in any way.”

He rolled up the scroll, gave it back to the synagogue attendant and sat down. All the people in the synagogue were looking at him as he said to them,

 “This passage of Scripture came true today while you heard it being read.”

Everyone was impressed by him and marvelled at the wonderful and powerful words that he spoke.
